First, there is no substitute for
physical life. As | get older I've
noticed my “genes” taking on my
ancestor’s characteristics in a
number of areas that | know
eventually, and ultimately will be
my undoing. | notice these same
traits in my children and | wish

they had a better gene pool to
draw from, but they don't.

Second, there is no substitute
for quality of life. If
our child is very
sick and we take
her to a hospital,
are we content
with “just a pulse”
after their
treatment or
surgery? No. We know there is
life, and thierisL-1-F-E;a
quality of life beyond mere
existence or a pulse. We want
the best for our loved ones. We
settle for no less.

Lastly, there is no substitute for
spiritual life. Jesus said this life
can’t be seen or touched, but itis
a basic truth - we need a spiritual
birth as well as a physical birth.
Our spiritual life will determine our
attiudes, actions and eternal
destiny, so it is even more
important than our physical life.
This is not just a belief; it too is
L-I-F-E!

regrets. The old drunk, the young addict,
the parolee all wanted purpose, hope,
and Good News.
