“Praise the Lord, I
saw the light!” Those
famous words were
written by the ‘Father
of Country Music,’
Hank Williams. Those
same words are also
on a sign at Oakwood
Cemetery in
M o n t g o m e r y,
Alabama which
directs visitors to

Williams’ Astroturf-covered gravesite behind the local
Police Station.

I visited his gravesite one time while on a visit to
Montgomery. I’ve had a mild interest in Williams since
my College days in West Virginia. Williams was found
dead in the back seat of his Cadillac just a few miles
from where I went to school and at the Oak Hill Gas
Station in the community where I was ordained. He
was “only” 29 years old.

Having worked in a tough neighborhood in New
York State for 8 years; at Lincoln, Nebraska’s homeless
shelter for over 9 years; and almost a year here, I am
more convinced than ever that many of the issues the
Mission addresses are more than spiritual issues. I
believe that all disease and suffering have their root in
the Fall of Man, but disease and suffering are not
eliminated by even the sincerest professions of faith. I
have seen physical miracles in 14 years,  not typically
the norm - and in short supply.

Addicts, the emotionally disturbed, homeless
veterans, mentally-ill, the poor, the homeless, the
battered, the bruised all need Jesus Christ to save their
souls - they need food, clothing, care, shelter, support,
medicine and friends to save their lives. Like Hank,
these hurting people die young too…..most often from
neglect.

Are we sincere in our profession of faith when we
ignore the needs of those around us or justify our non-
involvement as not being God’s will for our expression
of faith. Re-read your Bible, my friend, especially the
parts about the poor.

the gospel at every opportunity. Once he and some friends
were passing out tracts on the corner of Railroad and Holly
streets. The tracts were rolled up and wrapped in cellophane.
Thinking that they were distributing drugs, a policeman put
the men in his car and said that he had never  seen  anything
so  blatant. The officer  got a surprise when he looked in the
wrapper. He thought that the tract was great and asked for
some to share at the jail.

Marvin is quick to point out what a helpmate his wife,
Henny, is in this ministry. She is always supportive and was
faithful to take care of their six children (including a set of
twins). This allowed Marvin to devote more of his time to
leading others to a life-changing relationship with Jesus Christ.

Marvin is an example of faithfulness and godliness to
each of us.
