STAND UP!” This was one of their
many Haitian proverbs, which
came out in Creole as, “Sak vid pa
kanpe!”You see, a full sack of rice
can indeed stand up where you put
it, but an empty sack falls uselessly
to the floor Every Haitian knows
the meaning of this prover®
person with an empty stomach
won't stand by (or stick around) to
hear what you have to say!

This was a powerful, practical
truth for us as Christian
missionaries, who wanted our

Haitian friends to know Jesus Christ,
who is the eternal Bread of Life!
And yet ... in order to be credible in
their eyes and to earn the right to
be heard, we had to care about their
physical hunger first!

With the privilege of that
background, I count it a real joy to
serve on the Lighthouse Mission
Ministries Board.
