Drop-In Center
It is hard to believe that our Drop-In Center has been open a year!
About 50 people visit the Drop-In Center each day. It is a safe
place for people to spend their day, allowing them to get out of the
elements and giving them an
opportunity to talk to someone.
Reading material, snacks, games,
and coffee are always available for
the guests at the Drop-In Center.
It is open Monday through Friday
10AM – 3PM.

Currently, a room on the second floor is being renovated to be a
medical clinic to be used by Sea Mar’s Homeless/Outreach
program.  Sea Mar “provides bilingual social services in
Whatcom County, with a focus on low income, homeless, and
Latino populations. The goal of Sea Mar Homeless/Outreach
program is to provide individuals with the services they need to
acquire their basic needs.”

Each week a physician’s assistant from Sea Mar comes to the
Mission to provide services for the people we serve; the
renovation of the room in the Drop-In Center will give Sea Mar a
permanent location to meet medical needs.  They  will be able to
store supplies in the room, and it will provide a more private
environment for checkups.  We are excited to be able to provide
the space and thankful for the services Sea Mar provides for
people who are homeless.

Yes, Ron, you can count on me to help those in need during the summer Here is my gif t of:

There’s a great reality show on TV (one of the few great
reality things on television) called “Intervention.” Each
week the tragic life of an out-of-control addict is
documented, showing the negative impact their addiction
has on themand those around them.

It’s sad how health, wealth, families, careers, homes,
housing, children, and reputations are all lost because of
a disease and its resultant compulsive behaviors.

Ultimately the show ends with a group of friends and
family meeting with the addict in an “intervention.”  For the
very first time (I believe), an attempt is made to connect
behaviors and consequences with both the addicted one
and the co-dependent “enablers” of the addict.  They both
have to see that “tough love” is what works, and that if the
addict wants to continue to kill themself, they’ll have to do
it without anyone’s help and without continuing to
dominate and control (and ruin) others’ lives.

This is unhealthy for both the addict and the enabler.  It’s
not loving or godly or moral to enable sick people to die
more easily.  The addict is unbelievably selfish; is
destroying God’s creation; and has a moral responsibility
to accept help.

Where am I coming from?  Our society and government
today accepts, enables, and subsidizes this life-
dominating, self-destructive behavior.  In effect it is an

endorsement or allowance of everything from
panhandling to handouts in the name of dignity,
compassion, and cost-effectiveness.

Television and therapeutic/clinical interventions
and clinics show that “zero-tolerance” of improper
(and often illegal) behavior leads to sobriety.
Contrast that philosophy with  well-intentioned
familiy or government agencies who give their
time, effort, money, free healthcare, free food, free
spending money,  with no expectations of seeing a
life change but feeling euphoric about “helping!”

Is this compassion?  No, not in the way Lighthouse
Mission Ministries defines it. Time and again I have
seen men rise to the challenge of living a drug-free
life when they are faced with the consequences of
their actions, and are given the tools to succeed. I
say, “No” to enabling men and women to self-
destruct – and I say, “Yes” to helping them find the
hope-filled lives that they so desperately desire.

Here compassion is Christ-centered and gospel-
based. We clothe the poor when they have few
clothes.  We feed the hungry when they have little
food.  And we shelter the homeless when they
haven’t a roof over their heads.  And each time we
do this for the least of them, we do it for Christ
Himself.

Thanks for helping us change lives every day in
Christ’s Name.
