On August 1, Pat and I started our sixth year with
Lighthouse Mission.  As we embark on the next phase
of our ministry here in Whatcom County, I wanted to
inform you of some of the things we’ve all
accomplished together with God’s help here at LMM.

• Built the New Life Center at 923 West Holly Street,
which houses 2 educational programs with 26
residents, along with our Administrative offices and a
small warehouse;

• Built a new Agape Home for 96 homeless women
and children;

• Painted 910 West Holly Street inside and out and
also installed energy efficient lighting;

• Replaced three different building’s roofs and all the
Mission’s kitchen equipment;

• Implemented and now operate two separate Special
Needs dormitories for mentally ill men and women;
Implemented and now  operate two separate Respite
areas for homeless with health issues; implemented and
now operate a new Single Women’s Shelter;
implemented and now operate a nightly Cold Weather
Shelter for high-risk homeless men and women;
implemented and now operate a separate, small shelter
for working men;

• Purchased 1013 West Holly Street and there operate
a Drop-In Center for men on the street (about 50 a
day), as well as an office for area case managers to
meet with clients, and we have built an office at this
location for our Medical Clinic;

• Started and now operate a Volunteer Program with
over 1,000 registered volunteers;

•Serve hot, nutritious meals everyday;

• Established the Lighthouse Mission Foundation and
revised our Mission By-Laws.  Thank you, David C.
for hours of assistance!

• Established our own in-house Donor Communications
Center; and upgraded the computer system.

I am especially pleased that most of the core staff has remained
with me during this entire period and I want to acknowledge
Pat Buchinski, Susan Sutton, Jan Euen, Ron Oldham and John
Euen for their past  five years of service.  Our Board of
Directors has also maintained its consistency these five years
(losing only two members) and I value and respect my working
relationship with each of them, particularly Gary Haveman, our
President.

All of the 365 days a year, 24 hour-a-day services above were
done because of you – with no other funding or support.  We
are so grateful to you!

At this moment we are in great need of a new commercial
washer and dryer; and a new tile floor in our kitchen and dining
room.  We also need your continued support to continue to
effect real change in those we humbly serve in the Name of
Jesus Christ.
